Before Our Team Leaves Town:

Fundraising Lunch/Auction (3/7/10), and our Team Lunch 3/28/10). I will also be prompt with 
“deadlines” and handle my financial commitments as described below.

•  A $100 non-refundable deposit will confirm your reservation. DUE by Feb. 1, 2010. 
 All payments are DUE in advance of the trip. I understand I am to bring my own petty cash for “on-
road” food as well as spending money. 

• I (we) understand our team will be receiving support from Saratoga Federated Church, however it is still 
my responsibility to help raise funds for our TEAM. Therefore, I will do my best to raise support either 
from friends or business associates outside SFC.

Traveling “To” Mexico, “In” Mexico, and “Return Trip” Home: 

During the time I (we) will be traveling with our Mexico team, I understand my “adult” role changes to 
that of being a “team” member. Therefore my thoughts and actions need to be for the good of the “team” as 
a whole. I also understand that the WHOLE TEAM falls under the ultimate authority of our Pastor, Tim 
Galleher.  

I understand it is my responsibility to respect the guidelines established by AMOR Ministries, Tim 
Galleher, and our Mexico Executive Team. When we travel, we go as a “group”, crossing into Mexico, 
setting-up camp, cleaning-up camp, enjoying our meals sharing our “tent fellowship” as a group. When our 
work is done, we will across the border back into the states as a “group”, making certain NO ONE 
(especially a woman) crosses the border alone. These guidelines are for everyone – busses, van/car drivers 
and motor home drivers. The ONLY EXCEPTIONS for early dismissal from camp, are FAMILY/MEDICAL 
EMERGENCIES that arise, with authorization from Tim Galleher to separate from the group.
