Messengers from John the Baptist 

 The big question: “Are you the one?” 

 The answer: “Report what you see.” 
 
Jesus talks about John 

 “What did you go out to see?” 

 “More than a prophet.” 

 The least in the kingdom of heaven 
 
Jesus talks about the kingdom 

 What does “forcefully advancing” mean? 

 Who are these “forceful men” who lay hold of it? 

 Among the prophets, John is “the Elijah.” 
 
Jesus talks about this realm 

 “ … like children sitting in the marketplace …” 

 Damned if you don’t 

 Damned if you do 

 Blind people, blind places 
Jesus’ prayer and plea 

 Hidden from the wise, obvious to the child 

 The Father and the Son 

 “Come to me all who are weary and burdened …” 

 “Take my yoke …” 

 “Learn from me … gentle and humble …” 

 “You’ll find rest for your souls …” 



 “My yoke is easy …”
